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COURSE SYNOPSIS: 

Dental patients are becoming more medically and chemically challenged which means that clinicians must consider the dental treatment impact of drug therapy both topical and systemic.   This program will provide clinically useful information on identification and management of intra-oral drug effects. Drug-induced effects such as bruxism, increased gag reflex, osteonecrosis of the jaw, candidosis and xerostomia will be examined. 

Therapeutic agents for common mucosal diseases will be discussed with emphasis on innovative new therapy options. Extensive handouts will supplement this fast-paced lecture and emphasis will be on practical clinical management of oral mucositis as well as medicated dental patients.

3. Prescribe effective therapies for lichen planus, aphthous stomatitis, candidosis, herpes simplex infections and angular cheilitis.
